She was a recipient of the Jaycees Distinguished Service Award.She
belonged to the Bad Axe Historical Society, Verona Hills Golf Club and the
Bad Axe Bridge Club. She was a published author of 2 books; "The Roots,
The Trees, The Branches: One Woman's Memories" and "I Am Jam", a
children's book about her cat. She traveled extensively and often stated: "I've
done everything I ever wanted to do." She enjoyed playing and teaching
Bridge, playing golf, boating, bowling, reading, and antique shopping.

(Robert) Wiatr of Manchester, Connecticut, David (Linda) Hearsch of
Sandusky and daughter-in-law Grace Hearsch of Bad Axe, 13 grandchildren,
11 great-grandchildren and 1 great-great grandchild.
