Meinard F. Guza, age 93, of Bad Axe, was born into eternal life on Sunday,
April 11, 2021, the feast of Divine Mercy. Meinard passed from this life
peacefully in his sleep at home with his wife Georgeana by his side and his
children praying beside him.

Born on September 19, 1927, in Hamtramck, Michigan, Meinard was the
second child of six born to the late Edmund and Elizabeth (Swartz) Guza.
