Rolling up her sleeves and
helping with painting or sewing curtains for them made her happy, as did
working in her own garden. She loved to make beautiful things even more
beautiful, whether it was jewelry, a flower garden or a favorite recipe. 

She
fought cancer valiantly until the very end and will be remembered by us
forever as a role model for inner strength.
